1 Appearing Criteria

Vardhaman Mahaveer Open University, Kota conducts an Entrance Test for

the selection of candidates for the admission to B. Ed. Programme in the State

of Rajasthan in accordance with the following rules and regulations:

* This Programme is only for the in-service Teachers of the State of Rajasthan.

(Teachers of the other States will not be allowed to undergo  this Programme

from this University.)

* Candidate must have attained the age of 21 years or more on 1.1.2010 (i.e. born before

01-01-1989)

* Candidate having three years Bachelor degree of any recognized University in Arts,

Commerce & and Science as recognized by the U.G.C. is ELIGIBILE to get

admission in this Programme.

2. Teaching Experience

The Teaching Experience Certificate is an important document for seeking

admission to B. Ed. programme. Candidates have to produce the original

Teaching Experience Certificate at the time of Counselling. If any lacunae/

deficiency is found in the Teaching Experience Certificate, the admission will be

cancelled without any hearing from the candidate. Ignorance/Carelessness/

Forgetfulness etc. will not be accepted as an excuse. Candidates are advised to be

very cautious and careful while submitting / enclosing the same with the

Admission Form at the time of Counselling.

B. Precautions to be taken while submitting/enclosing the Teaching Experience

Certificate :-

(i) It should be submitted in the prescribed proforma given in the application

form only.

(ii) If the candidate has served in more than one school then separate Certificates

should be enclosed but it should be in the same format as given in the

Application Form. Other than this format the Teaching Experience

Certificate will not be accepted in any case.

(iii) The entries of the Teaching Experience Certificate should be complete

and filled in legibly without any overwriting and cutting on it.

Overwriting and cutting is unacceptable.

A. Candidate must have two years of teaching experience as full-time paid teacher

in any Government/Aided/Recognized Private School in the state of  Rajasthan

on 1-2-2010. Candidate must be working full-time paid teacher in Rajasthan at the

time of submission of the B. Ed. Pre-Test  Application Form and his/her service is

likely to remain in continuation till the end of the session 2010-2011.

1. Teaching Experience will be acceptable from the date of Recognization of

the School ONLY and not before that.

The University has the write to increase or decrease the

qualifying criteria. As per the need and requirement of the seats.

  4. Selection Procedure of the Qualifying Candidate

On the basis of performance in the B.Ed. Pre-Test a list of successful candidates
